These words echo 
through the 
readings offered to 
us in the lectionary 
for this season of 
Advent. Each time 
I hear those words 
I can’t help but 
remember the 
lively chorus sung 
in the musical 
‘Godspell’  The words are 
both joyous yet 
challenging.

We 
hope to have a number of 
visiting priests available to 
help us on that evening. Do 
take the opportunity to 
receive the loving merciful 
forgiveness of God our 
loving Father. That truly is 
a great way to ‘Prepare the 
way of the Lord’ this 
Advent. There will also be 
a special service on 
Thursday 22nd December 
at 8pm. This will be a 
service of readings and 
hymns in preparation for 
Christmas. Put both dates 
in your diary.
