UNCONFIRMED MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE PARISH PASTORAL

COUNCIL HELD ON

Thursday, 2nd November, 2006 in the Sacred Heart Presbytery

PRESENT

1. Opening of meeting

a) Apologies for absence : Chris Woodward, Fr Lawrence Nam, Fr Kevin Donovan, Len Hay, Christine Hennessy.
b) Antoinette Dali had prepared a reading and prayer to open the meeting.
2. Minutes

a. The minutes of the previous meeting on 5th October 2006 were approved.  Apologies to Fr Nam for not listing his attendance at that meeting.
b. Any matters arising from minutes (otherwise than on the agenda).
Sr Dorothy mentioned that 5th April, 2007, listed as a future meeting date would be Maundy Thursday.  AC also felt that the meeting on 4th January, 2007 might need re-arranging.
3. Membership of the Council.
AC confirmed that Teresa Smith had stood down.  It was agreed that the vacancy should be published in the newsletter but that PPC members should also encourage people they felt might be suitable.  
4. Adult Faith Development Group and The Future of the Ministry
CW had prepared a paper.  GM said that the process of consulting the parish would take place from December onwards.  GM drew the attention of the PPC to the pre-attached paper.  The paper was self-explanatory.  
GM told the meeting that Fr Gerry O’Collins, SJ would lead the Friday evening of the Living Theology weekend and Fr Michael Holman SJ would lead the Saturday.  A letter would be sent out to parish organisations posing a few questions for them to consider regarding future parish needs and the future of the ministry in the parish.  
Regarding ‘Future Programme’ GM reported that one of the talks on Islam was taking place tonight.  The ‘Churches Together in West Wimbledon’ Week of Guided Prayer was currently being arranged.

6. The Capital Appeal

MD dealt with both of these matters together.  She reported that the Carn software (to deal with the planned giving) was up and running.  Stephen McGlennan was working closely with Jean Sherry who would eventually hand over to him.  New collection bags were now being used.  MD felt the planned giving appeal had been successful.  
The Capital Appeal had taken off and had raised over £200,000 – a good start.  GM would be speaking at all Masses this weekend.  Display boards would be up, as they had been on the evening of the launch on 13th October.  MD felt we should obtain our own display boards.  Plans for the Golf Club party on 17th November, being paid for by a member of the parish, were well in hand. Building work was progressing well despite a setback due to drainage problems.  Plans were being drawn up to complete the work to make the halls complex completely accessible to the disabled.

9. Welfare Arrangements in the Parish
       Sadie Smith passed around updated copies of the Welfare Report which she

 had prepared.  It was a comprehensive report and Sadie reported that there was an enormous amount of welfare work done in the parish.  She told the PPC about the Mass for Volunteers on 22nd November at 6.30 p.m..  All members of the PPC were welcome to attend.  There would be refreshments after and a chance to meet some of the volunteers.  Over and above the actual report Sadie told the PPC that Dr. Bridget Russell, a parishioner, liaised with Wimbledon Guild particularly regarding welfare work and ‘Casebook’.  A new director for Jesuit Missions would be taking up his post at Christmas.  Sheila Gent had not yet started up the ‘Generations Together’ luncheon club but it was hoped to be starting again soon.  Sadie reported that to date she and Paddy Barry had processed over 300 CRB checks on volunteers.
