2. In the absence of the chair and vice-chair, Len Hay was elected to the position for the evening.

3. Len Hay then led the opening prayer.

4. Minutes:  The minutes of the meeting of 3 April 2008 were approved.

a. Matters Arising
i. Margaret would raise the cycle park facilities at the next Finance Committee meeting;

ii. The paving slabs on the church driveway were considered to be stable at present and in view of impending work on the church with heavy traffic no further action was proposed for the present.

5. Election of Chair and Vice-chair:
