1 Opening of meeting
i) Apologies received from, Fr Keith McMillan, Brian Albuquerque, Cristina Connolly, Louise Cooper Margaret Duffy, Catherine Edser, Kathy Gogarty.
ii) The meeting opened with Sheila Johnstone leading the opening prayer.
2 Minutes
The minutes of the last meeting held on 10 September, 2009 were approved.

3 Needs of the Elderly – we noted that there was to be a meeting of those interested the following Wednesday.
4 The Year of the Priest – Rachel Marshall agreed to convene a small group to investigate and suggest some suitable activities to recognise and celebrate the various aspects of priesthood and how we as a parish might further support the priests in the parish.  
5 Meeting of Parish Lay Representatives – notes of a meeting held in June had been circulated; Antoinette Dalli and Chris Woodward would be attending a weekend course on Ignatian Spirituality at Loyola Hall the following week with representatives from other parishes.
6 Volunteers Appeal – Responses were now due from the various parish organisations.  We recommended that Advent, as the beginning of the church’s year would be a good point for promoting the appeal for volunteers within the parish.
7 Single Person in the Parish – There appeared to be some misconceptions that this initiative had foundered; it was still intended that the second Friday of each month would be an informal meeting for the group in the Social Club.  Antoinette would follow this up and there would be an announcement at Masses this week.
8 Former Presbytery: we proposed
i) That the name ‘Presbytery’ for the building should be retained in the short term as it was the postal address;

ii) That the parish should be informed generally about the current and proposed uses of this building for parish purposes;

iii) That arrangements for the booking of facilities and means access out of reception hours should be made known.

9 Day of Recollection – Members were reminded that the day will begin at 9.30 a.m. at St Anne’s Convent and will be followed by Mass at 12 noon and lunch. Members were asked to bring a plate of food to share for the lunch.
10 Prayer Leader for next meeting – Kathy Gogarty had agreed to lead us provided she was not working; Rachel Marshall would substitute if needed.
