1. Apologies were received from Brian  Albuquerque and Kathy Gogarty.
2. The meeting opened with Rachel Marshall leading the prayer.
3. Minutes

The minutes of the meeting held on 3 December, 2009 were approved.  
4.  Novena of  Sacred Heart – no progress to report.  To be actioned by Catherine Edser/Kathy Gogarty.
5. Needs of Elderly – his initiative was being very well supported.
6. Single People – There had been only one response to the E Mail sent out by Brian Albuquerque. Antoinette Dalli would reconvene the focus group.
7. Soup Run – Chris Woodward had spoken to Carole Appleford who would set out the way in which the soup run is managed. We agreed to  arrange a date for Mass for volunteers and to canvas for another leader/leaders.  Chris Woodward to action.
8. Temporary Use of Upper Hall
We would draw up  a rolling check list of actions taken and to be taken for the use of the upper hall as a church whilst the floor works are being undertaken.  It is hoped that arrangements for Masses and timings will be finalised after the Liturgy Committee.  The church building will close at noon on Easter Monday and for the rest of that week  Masses will be celebrated in the Lounge.  Hopefully the Saturday evening vigil Mass can be celebrated in the Upper Hall.  
9. Finances
a. Margaret Duffy summarised the financial situation.  This weekend would see the re-launch of the planned giving campaign, which provides the day-to-day working finances.  Rachel had agreed to speak at the 9.45 a.m. Mass   
b. With a loan from the Jesuits, which is interest bearing, there will be enough money to commission  the work on the floor.  It is hoped that by late March we will know whether the grant from the Heritage Lottery fund will be agreed.
10. KIT (Keeping in Touch)
A small group of volunteers, mainly from the young adults group had undertaken training and were due to make their first visits the following Saturday.
11. Christmas Lunch
The Christmas Lunch had been a very successful event and thanks were due to Louise Cooper and Richard Martin for organising it and to all the many helpers.  It will be necessary to advertise for a new co-ordinator for the 2010 event.  This item will need to remain on the agenda.
12.  Week of Guided Prayer 
This is scheduled for the last week of Lent leading up to Palm Sunday.  There will be an announcement in the newsletter next week and there will be volunteers to help answer any questions. 

13. Winter Maintenance
We discussed the problems which arose due to the snow this winter.  Supplies of rock salt had been secured and more was on order.  We felt there was some merit in enlisting volunteers to clear snow, particularly at weekends, and decided to bring the matter to the attention of the Halls & Premises Management Committee.
14. Year for Priests
The working group had met on a number of occasions. The previous Sunday’s celebration had been very successful.  Five talks for the CaFE style Lenten programme have been organised beginning 23 February at 7.45 p.m.  Meetings will end at 9.30 p.m.
15. Volunteer Appeal
This appeal, before Christmas resulted in responses from 135 parishioners.  Details of potential volunteers had been forwarded to the relevant groups to follow up.  The call for ‘Welcomers’ had not been as successful as hoped.  It was agreed that appeals should be made at specific Masses as these volunteers will be particularly helpful when we move into the Upper Hall for Mass.
16. Jesuit Parish Forum
The group of representatives from the British Jesuit parishes was now called the Jesuit Parish Forum. 
It was hoped that the weekend programme of Ignatian Spirituality which the forum had attended at Loyola Hall would be rolled out to be made accessible for parishes and in particular pastoral councils.  A conference on Jesuit parishes is being planned for 11 – 13 November at High Leigh in Hertfordshire. It is hoped that parishes would be able to send a number of representatives.
17. PPC Gathering
We recorded our thanks to the Jesuit community for their hospitality for our New Year gathering at 14 Edge Hill.
18. Access to Upper Hall
Sheila Johnstone had been approached by a parishioner who said she would find it very difficult, because of mobility problems, to reach the Upper Hall for Mass.  We noted that a number of parishioners would be so affected. In some cases approaching the site from the top of Edge Hill might help, inother cases there might be a need to organise lifts; Chris Curtis who, organises a rota for drivers to Mass should be approached in the first instance.

19. The Newsletter 
The lease on the photocopier will elapse this year and now is the time to research more suitable equipment. We agreed this was an appropriate time to review the format and content of the newsletter through to editorial arrangements and actual publication.    It was agreed a group led by the PPC should be formed and a call made for volunteers through among other routes, the Newsletter.
20. Fairtrade Fortnight 
Fairtrade Fortnight will run from 21 February and end on Sunday 7 March with a brunch after the 9.45 a.m. Mass.  A talk is being given at Digby Stuart College Chapel (Roehampton Lane) from 10 a.m. – 1 p.m. on 27 February.  All are welcome.
21. Prayer Leader
Antoinette agreed to be the Prayer Leader for the next meeting.
22. Date of Next Meeting
The next meeting is scheduled for 4 March, 2010 at 8 p.m. in the presbytery.  It was agreed that a schedule of future dates will be attached to the minutes.
