1. Minutes:  The minutes of the meeting held on 9 June 2011 which had been circulated required one amendment to item 4 it stated that the legacy from John Duffy has been set aside for improvements to new heating system but should read for a new boiler.
2. Opening reading and prayers:  were led by Polly Harrison.
3. Finances: Margaret reported that she was now retired from the Finance Committee and new members had now joined the committee Mike Cairns, Michael Brewster, Claire Christie and Ken Kehoe.  As stated in the last minutes the Capital Appeal is now closed and all documents have been archived.  She reported that we are just breaking even.  The weekend of 17/18 September there will be a Planned Giving Drive.  The fundraising to replace the piano in the Church has gone well and the Finance Committee has agreed to help with funding, more money needs to be raised to gain the required amount of money. The stones at the front of the church have now been replaced and the fire alarm system in complete and the new bicycle rack installed.  The new Parish Manager will take up her post on 15 August and the position of caretaker will be advertised.  Margaret was formally thanked for all her hard work over the years and presented with flowers.
4. Feast of the Sacred Heart - Parish Celebration Day:  
a. Novena:  no feedback had been received but Sr Dorothy asked that for next year it needs to be updated and proof read, it was also stated that the colours were not good for those with eyesight troubles.  There also seemed to be some confusion as to whether it should be said at masses (as did not happen at all) or that it was for families to take home and do at home.  Next year more advertising needs to be done – suggestion of six weeks before.  Polly agreed to proof read.
b. Parish Celebration Day: lots of positive feedback had been received, letters of thanks to go out from Fr McMillan
5. Adult Faith Development: To gauge the level of interest for catechetical training for under 40s it was suggested that an online survey should be undertaken, this would be advertised in the newsletter and then those interested could go on the website and complete.

Twinning:   There appears to be some confusion as to why the parish is twinning with a similar parish and not a poorer one.  It was suggested that Fr McMillan needs explain the reasons behind the parish chosen.

Website:  It was suggested that the Mission Statement should be on the website.  The new Manager will be overseeing the website.  This should be looked at at a later date.

Newsletter:  The publishers in Dublin have not been heard from, costings need to be checked.
