2. Minutes:  The minutes of the meeting held on 6 October 2011 which had been circulated were agreed.
3. Opening reading and prayers:  were led by Chris
4. Bereavement Mass Saturday 12 November:  Potty to contact Patsy for contact details and to make sure lounge booked and flowers sorted.  Brian to help with teas and coffees.  She will send out personal letters.
5. Finances:  A good response from the planned giving weekend with 180received.  A follow up letter will be going out to people.  The Finance Committee have split into four groups and which is to help the committee to be more productive.
6. Personnel/Parish Appointments:  Fr McMillan reported that both Patsy Cummings and John Quinn have settled in very well. A new Caretaker Rory Collier is to start on Monday 7th November and the newly appointed secretary, Sandra Harrison will start on the same day. Once the team are up and running an announcement will be made in the Newsletter and Edgeways and a thank you to Anita Whitehouse made.
7. Young Adult Formation:  Two events will take place on 23 and 30 November 8-9pm.  It will be aimed at parents of school age children.  It was felt that perhaps a new name for the group should be sort, ‘Passing on the Faith’ was one suggestion.  Once these two sessions have taken place it is hoped to gage as to what people are wanting which can then be followed up on.
8. Deanery – Mission Update:  Fr McMillan, Brian and John attended a meeting at St Theresa’s which was very positive as to the Deanery Mission which will take place over 2 weeks in May 2013. Various themes are currently being discussed by the Deanery Forum, and a key priority will be to establish technical teams in each parish to enable each of the locations to be linked up during the mission.

9. Feedback on PPC Day of Recollection 15 October:  It was agreed to be a wonderful and inspiring day. The Council has agreed to use the themes & ideas from the discussions as a springboard to revisit the Parish Pastoral Plan. An evaluation of progress since the last Plan will be made before proposing new priorities to be agreed at the Parish Day (to be held over weekend 16/17th June 2012). Feedback will then be gathered by September 2012, with the new Plan being published later that Autumn. The Plan should also help the Parish work towards the Deanery Mission in May 2013.
10. Communication:  A meeting was held 27 October at which 12 people attended.  It was a well structured evening on what the PPC do now and what should be done differently.  It is hoped to hold one or two more sessions so as to get an overall view from the parish.
11. Christmas Matters:  Masses will be Christmas Eve at school 5pm, then 7pm (?) Midnight Mass, and Christmas morning 8, 9, 10, 11.30 and 12.45, masses at neighbouring parishes will be advertised in the newsletter.  Fr McMillan to talk to John about arrangements for Crib.  Rachel to organise the opening of the Crib.  Catherine to follow up on lunch to make sure all is running to plan.
12. Lenten Talks 2012:   a meeting to be held on Wednesday 16 November to discuss the talks, John is happy for the youth to provide one video.  It is also hoped to sort out talks for 2013.
13. Faith in Action: the Homeless Project now has enough venues to run its shelter in January. Volunteers to help out at the shelters are to be sought from parishes in Merton.

14. New Parishioner’s Welcome Day:   it was felt best to wait until the new secretary has settled in and database up to date before organising the next welcome day.
